In 2008 the Deseret Alphabet was modified by the Nation of Deseret organization to fit modern

English. It is now being promoted for use in the Deseret region. This guide was created to help people
learn to use the Deseret Alphabet.

It is important to know the names of the Deseret Alphabet letters so that acronyms are pronounced
properly. For example USA in English is pronounced yoo-ehs-ay. However the equivalent in the
Deseret Alphabet would be Y S_ and would be pronounced yee-ehs-uh.
